ALPAUGH COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT
MONITORING PLAN


Alpaugh Community Services District performs regular and consistent monitoring of its water consumption.  A totalizing flow meter is in place at the storage tank, measuring all water produced within the system, and readings are read and recorded daily.  All water service connections are metered, including all residential, commercial, industrial and institutional customers.  Meters are read on a monthly schedule, and customers are billed on a volumetric basis.  All data is entered into billing software.  It is therefore simple and straightforward to generate reports of total water used/sold and to track changes in use over time.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Alpaugh CSD will continue its regular practice of recording total water pumped vs. total water sold.  Records will be kept to demonstrate water savings resulting from the project.  This data is provided to the Board of Directors at each regular monthly meeting, so it is recorded in the minutes and board packets.  Data will also be provided to DWR via quarterly, annual and project completion reports as required.
